The Summit served as a 
platform for discussion and consensus building 
to help create a data-rich environment, which 
will help develop AI for the Global community.

“The AI framework and solutions that we build 
must be for the poor. AI and AI-based solutions 
should be given to the common man and 
should be used to empower low-skilled 
manpower in the country,” Mr. N. 
Chandrasekaran, Chairman, Tata Sons said in 
his address at the session.

Mr. Chandrasekaran gave a three-point mantra 
for India to emerge as an AI-Superpower. “India 
must invest in AI development, Deep-Tech 
Capabilities and Design Capabilities. The second 
aspect is that we need to re-imagine all 
applications with AI, as we move from being an 
‘information-driven society to an insights-driven 
one, from being a process-driven society to 
becoming a prediction-driven society,’ he added.

In his address at the session, Mr. Amitabh Kant, 
CEO, NITI Aayog talked about India’s inherent 
strengths that are helping the country work 

rapidly to integrate AI across sectors like 
Healthcare, Education, Agriculture, Financial 
Services, Manufacturing and Governance, to 
name a few.“The robust Digital Infrastructure in 
India, along with a combination of talent and a 
diverse, rich and growing data bank are factors 
that will help India emerge as a global center for 
the development of AI solutions. The real 
challenge for India is to transform the lives of its 
billion-plus citizens through technology in 
general and AI in particular,” said Mr. Kant.

Mr. Vala Afshar, Chief Data Evangelist, 
Salesforce highlighted the myriad uses of AI 
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has the potential to provide. “AI is leading to 
transformational changes in business. In the 
post-pandemic world, all companies are 
technology companies, thanks to a strong 
desire among consumers, to move to the digital 
medium. Going forward, companies and 
countries that invest in AI stand to get a decisive 
edge,” he said. Mr. Afshar added that he 
foresees India as a future leader in AI, on the 
back of inherent strengths of talent and data.

“AI has the potential to remove the language 
barrier, so everyone can access knowledge. It 
can provide personalized learning for all 
children. Together, these technologies can 
transform lives in ways we cannot even imagine 
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Secretary, Ministry of Electronics & IT, 
Government of India.

“The RAISE 2020 Summit emphasized India’s 
commitment to create Responsible AI, and 
serves as a great starting point for 
conversations of developing AI for all. The 
summit echoed the importance of making AI 
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human being,” he added.

The session had a special attendee in Dr. Isa Ali 
Ibrahim, Minister of Communications and 
Digital Economy and Chairperson of the 
Nigerian National Broadband, who gave an 
overview of the technology strategy, and 
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Mr. Murat Sonmez, MD, World Economic Forum 

also addressed the session, which was hosted 
by Mr. Abhishek Singh, President & CEO, NeGD 
and CEO, MyGov. He summarized proceedings
